Consequently, a new
and growing field of regulatory jurisprudence has now become a part of
the Contract Law. As it is observed, an assortment of specialised contracts
is now in vogue which may not fit-in exactly with the existing forms and
models. With the economy growing in unparalleled ways, entrepreneurs
have, based on expediency and convenience, evolved new practices in the
matters relating to contracts. Following the understanding of the ‘general
principles of contracts’, ‘specific remedies and reliefs’, and having
understood the ‘concept of specific contracts’ (like contracts of indemnity,
guarantee, bailment, agency, partnership and sale of goods), now the time
has come when it is obligatory and indispensable to look at the new facets
of contractual jurisprudence which confront modern-day contracts
hitherto uncharted and unexplored at least at the undergraduate (UG) level
in law schools, colleges and universities.
