Please keep your similarity
percentage limited to 10%.

e There can be a maximum of two authors per submission.

e The submission must not contain any incorrect information. Double check, and provide
sources for, all facts and data cited.

e All sources must be duly cited and acknowledged in the submission. The Citations
must be in APA 7th Edition.

e The text of the main body of the manuscript must be in_Times New Roman, Font Size
12, with 1.5 line spacing and automatic spacing_between paragraphs, and it should
have justified alignment.

o All'the entries must be submitted to politicalscienceergnul.ac.in along with payment
receipt, .and last date for submission of entries is 17th of April, 11:59 pm IST.
